Forms of Imperialism
1.  Colony – region taken over and ruled by the imperialistic country


EXAMPLE:  American colonies ruled by British gov’t

2.  Protectorate – region keeps own gov’t, but under the control of the imperialistic country


EXAMPLE – British gov’t allows African kings to keep some control

3.  Sphere of Influence – outside power claims exclusive trading rights


EXAMPLE- - British gov’t allows African kings to keep control of gov’t, but Britain controls trade

4.  Economic Imperialism – independent, less developed nations controlled by private businesses


EXAMPLE – Dole Fruit Company controlled pineapple trade in Hawaii

Management Methods
Indirect Control 

· relied on existing kings and rulers
· imperialist country trained local leaders in European method of gov’t

· goal to develop future local leaders who would rule themselves

Direct Control

· Africans like kids who couldn’t handle running the country themselves

· Paternalism – Europeans ruled people in a fatherly way by providing for their needs, but not giving them rights

· Brought in own European leaders; didn’t train locals

· Assimilation – in time, local populations become absorbed into European culture

· All schools, courts, businesses patterned after Europeans
