By signing, parent and student acknowledge that they have received and read the course syllabus, reviewed the goals and objectives for the course, and understand the evaluation standards, rules and procedures for students.

Specifically, parent and student acknowledge the following:

1. The student will be expected to spend substantially more time reading, completing written assignments, preparing for class discussions, and studying that is required in standard courses.  AP courses require an average of five to ten hours per week of outside work.

2. The student is strongly encouraged to take the Advanced Placement Exam in May.  If the student chooses not to take the College Board exam in May, regardless of the reason, the student may be asked to take an equally challenging exam at SJHS which will compromise 15% of the final semester grade.  If the College Board Exam is taken, the student’s grade will be based solely on semester classwork, tests, essays and projects as outlined in the course syllabus.

3. Students must pass with the Advanced Placement Exam with a score of “3” of higher in order to potentially receive college credit for the course.

4. If a student has earned a grade of “D” or “F” at the semester, it will be recommended that the student be placed in a standard class for second semester.
5. Students must successfully complete and turn a summer assignment on the first day of class in 2015 in order to maintain enrollment in an AP course.

6. After completing the summer work, students must remain in the AP course for the duration of the semester.  Exceptions will be made on a case-by-case basis, in conjunction with students, parents, AP teachers, counselors and administration.

7. Each AP exam will cost up to $92 unless student qualifies for College Board fee reductions.

8. A deposit of up to $15 must be paid by February to order each AP test.  The balance, if any, will be due in April.  

9. If a student orders and pays for a test, then decides not to take the test at a later date, then that deposit will be forfeited.

10. Students have the opportunity to raise money by participating in AP club and fundraising activities after school and during lunch to offset the cost of study materials for the exam.

11. Any refunds that are due to students due to fee reduction waivers or fundraising will be paid after all AP exams have been given.

12. Parents will be expected to support the student in their pursuit of course objectives and preparation for the AP exam.

13. AP teachers will provide all necessary materials related to course work as well as exam preparation.

14. Cheating on the AP exam with an incident report to the College Board and subsequent nullification of a student’s score by the College Board will result in an “F” for the semester course grade.  Cell phones and all other electronic devices, other than those allowed by the College Board, that are not turned in during testing will be confiscated on sight and considered cheating.
