· Experimented w/ new methods

Improvements

· Plant different crops – no empty fields

· Seed drill – Jethro Tull

Results

· More food – Population increased

Cottage Industry

Merchants

· Supplied materials to cottages for each step

· Sold finished product for profit

Capitalism

· System based on private ownership & profit

Effects

· Big $ for merchants

· Income for peasants

Textile Industry and Factors System

Textile Industry Invented

· Cottage industry couldn’t keep up

· Machines improved process

Rise of Factory

· New big machines put in factories

· By power source – coal, iron, water

Effects

· Prices went down

· Cottage industry declined

· Many people went to cites to find work
Energy for Industrial Revolution

Need for Energy

· Early factories relied on water mill

· Steam engine in response to need for power

Effect of Steam Engine

· Steam power increased textile production

· Improved mining

· Increased production meant merchants needed better ways to transport goods

· Before used horses and dirt roads

Inventions

· Stone roads

· Canals to link cities between rivers

Why Britain Led Industrial Revolution

Geography

· Natural resources

· Separation from European continent that was plagued by wars

Government

· Stable

· Donated $ to build canals and railroads

Colonies

· Supplied raw materials

· Provided markets for finished goods
